
squared test, P<0 .0 01). Emergency nurses who have beeninvolved in disaster response are more likely to reportadequate practice (P < 0 . 01, AOR=4 . 0 0 8 , 9 5 % CI=1.6 91-
9 . 5 0 4 ) while those who attended disaster-related educa-
tion/training are more likely to have adequate knowledge
(P< 0 . 0 5 , AOR=3. 8 0 7 , 9 5 % CI=1.5 8 4 - 9 .153 ) and practice

(P= 0 . 0 01, AOR=4.145 , 9 5 % CI=1.8 0 4 - 9 . 525) . Attending
disaster-related education/training is seen to be a predic-
tor to adequate knowledge (P < 0 . 0 01, AOR=3 . 511, 9 5 %
CI=2.09 7- 5. 881) and practice (P< 0. 0 01, AOR=4.0 80 , 9 5%
CI=2.326-7 .156), and portraying positive attitude (p<0.05,
AOR=2. 0 42, 9 5 % CI=1. 025 - 4 . 0 6 9 ) among community
health nurse. Nurses’ workplace (represent type of nurse)
is identified as a predictor for the adequacy of practice
(P<0.001, AOR=2.345, 95% CI=1.474-3.730).
